March 2024, we handled 
318 calls for service, 
requests and assignments. 
20 of our calls were for 
incidents outside of the 
Town of Manchester 
assisting other agencies. 

We investigated and 
cleared one Part 1 Crime 
for Theft resulting in one 
being criminally charged.  
We had one isolated 
assault, resulting in two 
being criminally charged. 
We  also arrested two for 
possession of suspect 
heroin/fentanyl.   

Seven were criminally 
charged during Traffic 
Enforcement including 
one DUI along with 244 
other citations and 
warnings being issued.  

We had Zero Traffic 
Accidents in Town.
